MISSION….. is to build social awareness, confidence and self-esteem in children.  The ultimate objective is to use dance to develop the self-esteem, creative expression and critical thinking skills of young people while fostering an appreciation for dance as an art form.





Company History…..  American Ballroom Theater was founded in 1984 to preserve and present the tradition of American Ballroom Dancing as a performing art.  Under the artistic leadership of Pierre Dulaine and Yvonne Marceau (Associate Director), American Ballroom became the first and only company to present the full range of social ballroom dances theatrically on the stage.  American Ballroom’s elegant, Romantic and seamlessly-crafted programs have been presented internationally in major concert halls and performing arts festivals, providing more than 350 performances in 28 states and 7 countries.  The company was featured in four Great Performances specials for PBS, and was invited to perform as part of the Kennedy Center Honors awardee, Ginger Rogers.  American Ballroom has received support from The National Endowment for the Arts, New York State Council on the Arts, New Jersey State Council on the Arts, and a network of private 


foundations, corporations and individuals.
